The club helped to coordinate through local partnerships the distribu-
tion and installation of 700 Stop the Bleed Kits in every classroom of 
every school in Barrington 220, including seven faith-based schools and 
pre-kindergartens. 

SUPPORT AT SUNNY HILL ELEMENTARY
Sunny Hill Elementary School students were the recipients of Blue 
Tooth compatible keyboards in the third-, fourth-, and fifth-grade 
classrooms. This facilitated learning during the pandemic. Barrington 
Breakfast Rotary also gave $4,000 to help supply coats, snow pants, and 
shoes for local area school children, along with backpacks and needed 
school supplies. 

BHS INTERACT ROTARY CLUB
Barrington Breakfast Rotary sponsors BHS Interact Rotary Club, a ser-
vice club for 12-to 18-year-olds. Currently there are 150 active members. 
The Club conducts service projects to help local organizations such as 
WINGS and international projects, as well as fostering a life-long pas-
sion for giving back.

Library to help install a Nature Learning Center. Club member Jennifer
